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First founded in 1857 as Athens Female College, in the building now
known as Old College, Tennessee Wesleyan has endured five name

changes over the decades. Reopening after the Civil War, the school
was renamed East Tennessee Wesleyan College in 1866. The follow-
ing year, the name was changed to East Tennessee Wesleyan Uni-

versity, and the school became one of the few institutions of higher
education in the South that admitted men and women. In an effort
to secure financial support for the deeply indebted southern college
from northern states and benefactors, the school’s president in 1886,
John E Spence, changed the school’s name to Grant Memorial Uni-
versity and then to U.S. Grant Memorial University in 1889. The col-
lege kept this name until 1906 when it became the Athens School of
the University of Chattanooga. Finally, in 1925, the school separated
from the University of Chattanooga and became Tennessee Wesleyan
College.

For almost 150 years, Tennessee Wesleyan College has pro-
vided its students with a solid college education and the tools
they needed to grow into their futures.

Despite its numerous name changes, the college never lost its identity
and place as an important center of learning in southeast Tennes-
see. In the twenty-first century, it continues its tradition of provid-
ing students with the resources and support they need to grow into
themselves and their future success.

To Knoxville Tennessee Wesleyan’s campus occupies over twenty buildings on a forty-acre
A tract of land. The size of the campus allows students to move easily between
classes, administrative offices and services, athletic events and college activi-
ties.
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Old College, which is on the National Register for Historic Places, was built
in the 1850s and served as the school’s first home. It was also used as a hos-
pital during the Civil War.
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Originally a women’s residence hall in the 1940s, Lawrence Hall now houses
the offices of the Registrar, Financial Aid, Admissions, Alumni, Institutional
Advancement, several faculty offices and the college’s Business Office.
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Townsend Hall features a 600-seat auditorium and, more importantly, some
of the most popular places on campus for students to meet, eat and relax
between and after classes.
